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Planning a Hike For Hope Event in your Church or School

- A Step By Step Guide to Help You Make It Happen
Step 1

Decide what project your group would like to fundraise for and set a goal of how much you would like to raise to support that project. A list of projects has been included with this kit, and all gifts of $2 and over are tax-deductible.
Step 2

Decide what type of Hike you will undertake. It’s really up to you and your group.

Step 3

Decide when the Hike For Hope will start and finish.

Write in the date on your Church calendar.

Step 4

Notify your secretary or administrator and ask them to ensure that the Hike will be covered under your Church or School Public Liability Insurance.
Step 5

You probably have enough details worked out to now ask a specific group of people to start praying for your Hike For Hope event.

Step 6

Invite the desired number of Hiker’s according to age and ability.

Maybe the whole youth group would like to be part of it!

Step 7

Order your sponsor forms from the Baptist World Aid Hike For Hope Coordinator.  Begin Filling in the ‘Group Organisers Control Sheet’
Step 8

Make sure all the details of the Hike are organized including food and drink stations, accommodation, transport, and first aid.
Step 9
Enjoy your Hike For Hope, remembering along the way what each step is for!

Step 10

Ask each participant to collect their sponsor money promptly and get it back to the organiser for collation so that Baptist World Aid Australia can issue a tax-deductible receipt. Once all the funds are collected, fill in the ‘Post Hike Summary Sheet’ and return to Baptist World Aid along with a copy of your ‘Control Sheet’, sponsor forms and money!
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
